SAMPLE RESOLUTION
Resolution for participation in State Electronics Challenge:

Whereas. the State Electronics Challenge (SEC) is a voluntary program that encourages state, tribal, regional, and local governments, including schools, colleges, universities, and other public entities to:  Purchase greener electronic products; reduce the impacts of electronic products during use; and manage obsolete electronics in an environmentally safe way; and

Whereas, the growing and changing waste stream of electronics presents new challenges and responsibilities in designing and managing products to reduce the environmental impacts associated with each phase of the electronics life cycle — procurement, operation and maintenance, and end-of-life management; and
Whereas, collectively, state and local governments purchase more than $35 billion worth of technology equipment annually, and the [organization name] has the opportunity to provide leadership in the environmentally sound and cost-effective management of electronic assets; and
Whereas, used and obsolete electronics, such as computers, are part of an increasing and complex waste stream that poses challenging environmental management problems; and
Whereas, the SEC helps state, local, and regional governments, schools and agencies to become leaders and face the new challenges posed by this waste stream; and
Whereas, government agencies and organizations, participating as "Partners" in the program, are provided with resources and technical assistance for improving electronics management practices by the SEC; and
Whereas, the SEC offers annual recognition to Partners that have achieved specific goals; now, therefore be it
Resolved, that the Administrator is authorized and directed to participate in the State Electronics Challenge as a Partner, following the SEC guidelines for environmentally sound procurement, use and disposal of all electronic equipment.
