Specify Imaging Equipment 

That Can Easily Make  

2-Sided Images  
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Using imaging 

equipment with 

auto-duplexing 

enabled can cut 

paper consumption 

by 40%. 
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Cut Paper Consumption  

CASE STUDY: 

King County has cut paper usage by >20% 
Å Set 20% paper reduction goal (2013 vs. 2010) 

Å Established duplex printing standard 

Å Implemented paperless office practices 

Å All copy paper has 30-100%  

post-consumer recycled content 

Å Achieved 21% reduction 

Å Cost savings = ~$210,000  
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Specify RoHS -Compliant*

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Transition to MFDs  

A single ENERGY STAR multi-function device (MFD)  
will prevent ~320 pounds of CO2 over 6 years.

The State of Maryland, in accordance with State Finance and Procurement Article Section 4-414, 
requires that when purchasing EPEAT eligible electronic products, state units purchase electronic 
products that comply with the following: 

Å Listed or rated gold or silver on the EPEAT registry.

ÅGive points in RFP to vendors that  

offer the most EPEAT-registered products  

(or products that have achieved Gold Status) 

ÅFind compliant products on existing contracts 

Options for Procuring  

Green  Electronics  
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Green  Bid Specifications  

ÅEquipment shall be EPEAT-registered 

(isolated exceptions shall be ENERGY STAR-certified) 

ÅMust include auto-duplexing equipment;  

duplex mode must be set to ñonò by default 

ÅShipped with energy management systems  

(sleep/standby modes) enabled 

ÅVendor shall guarantee that equipment  

(including duplexing) works reliably with  

recycled paper and remanufactured toner/ink cartridges 

ÅVendor shall provide annual compliance reports 

ÅVendor shall take-back equipment & responsibly recycle it

ÅVerify that products offered meet  

green specs (e.g., are on EPEAT  

Registry, ENERGY STAR list, etc.) 

ÅMay want to conduct performance tests 

ÅConsider calculating TCO of competing 

products (including cost of energy, consumables) 

ÅMultiple awards can increase variety of 

compliant products on Price Agreements 
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Assess Best Value by Vendors  

ÅConsider awarding points (using an RFP) for: 

V Offering wide selection of compliant products 

V Using environmentally preferable packaging  

 and delivery systems 

V Providing (certified) electronic waste collection  

 and recycling services (if not required) 

V Demonstrating experience with training,  

 technical assistance and contract outreach
